Pentecostalism

Pre-Pentecostal movements came from the pre-Millennial and early dispensationalist and holiness movements.
Charles Parham began teaching that speaking in tongues was a sign of the baptism of the Holy Spirit, January 1, 1901

Came with the idea that we were living in the end times and this was a fulfillment of Joel 2:28.

William Seymour attended Bible classes in Houston taught by Parham.

Asuza Street Revival 1906 caused the widespread growth of the Pentecostal movement.
Created a need among dispensationalists to address the phenomenon
William R. Newell (1868 – 1956)

View on Baptism 

· Graduated in 1891 from Wooster College, studied at Princeton and Oberlin.
· Became a pastor in Chicago
· Became the superintendent of Moody Bible Institute in 1895
· Became widely known as a Bible teacher
· Published commentary on Romans
· Moved to Leesburg, FL in 1910.
· Wrote the hymn “At Calvary”
Hi influence was very strong although it is hard to determine the extent to which he was responsible for the propagation of the mid-Acts view.
According to Shiflet his grandfather had come to the position in the early part of the 20th century.
O’Hair
John Cowen O’Hair, 3rd of 12 Children, December 31, 1876 – 1958.
Pastor of North Shore July 17, 1923, Saved 1899, 130 miles south of Shreveport, LA. Neen, LA.  Went to Business College at 19 in Little Rock, AK., went to work in Lumber company in Monroe, LA, company went out of business and he went to Kansas City.  August 31 1898 went to Neen.  Said he was a great sinner.  His wife moved there, whose father was a lumber company superintendent.  He was staying in a hotel and while waiting for a meal the landlady told him to read the Bible.  The hotel owner would introduce him to his wife.  She shared her testimony, he knew he was a sinner and just before his 23rd birthday he was saved.  Eventually he left the lumber company and went to Mexico.  Worked as the secretary to the Ambassador of Mexico.
July 11, 1901 he returned to Kansas City where he was married.  Had 6 children.

1916 living in Texas he was ordained by the West Texas presbytery.  He was living in San Antonio.  Eventually left his house developing business to go into the ministry.  1917 he was invited to go to Chicago to hold meetings by a Jewish man, Joe Flacks.  Mr. Gosnell of Moody Bible Institute invited him to come and work as superintendent of men.  Gosnell gave him the opportunity to preach in Milwaukee in January 1924.  August 1917 he went to Madison St. Church in Oak Park.  Had 15 nights of services.  He was invited to be a pastor.
He was introduced to Mel Trotter and would go around preaching at rescue missions.  In 1921 he went to NY at the AB Simpson Tabernacle.  A man named Menardy was called to North Shore Church.  In 1921 O’hair went to North Shore.  In 1923 he was holding meetings in Long Island.  July 17, 1923 he became pastor of North Shore Church.  One year later they had their first radio broadcast.  WDBY.

In Empire Theatre with Jim Nipper in Indianapolis.  (Testimony of O’hair.)
Speaking of St. Louis meetings that were teaching like William R. Newell.  Bottorf mentioned.

AE Bishop – Signs and Tongues and Visions Not God’s Order for Today/ with an endorsement by CI Scofield.  Mentions that there was a change of order after Acts 28.
Apparently the understanding of the beginning of the Body of Christ came after the understanding about baptism.  He came to his conclusions apart from an understanding of Bullinger’s teaching.

Testimony was in 1955 – 31 years of the Fundamental Bible Church, November 10, 1955.

Cornelius R. Stam  1908 -2003
Somewhere about the year 1926, through the ministry of a New York investment consultant, I was led into the most blessed truth of "the mystery"2 with its "one body" and "one baptism."

I still have - and prize - a booklet which this friend later gave us on the subject. It was written by Pastor J. C. O'Hair and contained two messages, one entitled, Jesus Christ a Minister of the Circumcision, and the other, The Twelve Apostles and Paul. (Stam, The Controvery)
Around 1944 he left to be the field representative of WGT, later to become academic dean of Milwaukee Bible Institute
But the most difficult of all was the breaking of new ground in most of my courses, for there were virtually no textbooks which taught these courses from a dispensational, much less a Pauline, point of view. But God was in it, for as a result five of our books came into being: Man, His Nature and Destiny, True Spirituality, The Two-Fold Purpose of God, our four-volume set on Acts Dispensationally Considered and The Fundamentals of Dispensationalism (nowThings That Differ). These first appeared as Milwaukee Bible Institute courses and were later published as books by Berean Bible Society.
1953 Stam left MBI and moved to Berean Bible Society to Chicago.
Was pastor of North Shore Church after death of O’hare.
Continuously published the Berean Searchlight
Things that Differ was most influential introduction to Mid-Acts Dispensationalism
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
