Good News for Kids

To find the answers to the questions in these lessons you will need to have a Bible.  You will also need to know how to find the answers in your Bible.  

The Bible is the Word of God and it tells us about Him and His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.  The Bible is one book that is made up of 66 smaller books.  The Bible has two main parts, they are called the Old Testament and the New Testament.  All the answers to the questions in these lessons are in the New Testament.  The Old Testament has 39 books and the New Testament has 27 books.  The books of the New Testament are near the end of your Bible.   Here are the books of the New Testament.

Matthew, Mark, Luke, John, Acts, Romans, 1 Corinthians, 

2 Corinthians, Galatians, Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, 

1 Thessalonians, 2 Thessalonians, 1 Timothy, 2 Timothy, Titus, Philemon, Hebrews, James, 1 Peter, 2 Peter, 1 John, 2 John, 

3 John, Jude, Revelation.
Some of the names of the New Testament books are from the name of the person that God used to write the book and others are named after the people or places that received the book.

Every book of the Bible is divided into chapters and every chapter is divided into verses.  So if you are asked to read John 3:16 you will look in the book of John (the fourth book in the list).  Then find the third chapter (the chapters are labeled) and go to the sixteenth verse.  Try to find that verse now.  If you found a verse that talks about how God loves the world you have found the right one!!
